Wants equal time for preservationists

Even though the Jersey City City Council passed a resolution declaring the city's intentions to buy the Sixth Street Embankment, individual members have been ambivalent on the issue. 

Earlier this month, Ward D Councilman Bill Gaughan called New York developer Steve Hyman's latest proposal "the best plan" he's seen. 

"It seems to have something in it for everybody," Gaughan said. Hyman plans to make a public presentation to the council on Monday. 

Ward E Councilman Steve Fulop said the city's "hypocrisy" on this issue is showing. 

"We said we wanted to buy it," Fulop said. "We used tax dollars to hire lawyers to give us the opportunity. 

The lawyers won. And now the same council says we don't want to buy it."  Fulop said he also plans to ask that the Embankment Preservation Coalition, the volunteer group that's helped raise more than $3 million to preserve the embankment as open space, be given equal time on the council agenda to present its plans. 
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
